The Professor Malcolm Woollard Award for Research Excellence

This award celebrates innovation, excellence and advocacy in paramedic research, and the translation of evidence into improvements for patients, services and the profession.
Award Criteria
Nominations will be assessed against the following criteria:
1. Innovation and Originality
Demonstrates significant originality in research design, methods, or focus
Advances new ideas or challenges existing assumptions within paramedic research.
2. Impact on Practice
Provides clear evidence of research influencing clinical practice, education, or policy
Demonstrates translation of research findings into improvements in patient care or service delivery.
3. Contribution to the Evidence Base
Produces rigorous, high-quality research that strengthens the evidence base for paramedicine
Disseminates findings effectively through peer‑reviewed publications, presentations, or professional engagement.
4. Alignment with Professional Values
Embodies integrity, professionalism, and patient‑centred values in their research
Demonstrates a sustained commitment to advancing the paramedic profession through scholarship.
